Clinical Activity

The resident will be provided with a
large number of patient encounters in a
variety of clinical settings with diverse
patient populations. These patient
encounters will provide exposure to a
large variety of pediatric, binocular
vision, and visual information processing
conditions, and an enhanced experience
with co-management of patient care.

Clinical Facilities

n Portland Vision Center

This Pacific University Vision Center is
in the Portland Medical Building.
Conveniently located in the heart of
downtown Portland, this clinic is a full
scope primary care facility that serves
the eye care needs of those who live in
the city and those who work in the city.
Within the clinic is a specialty referral
service that will provide the resident one
full day per week of vision therapy
experience with a patient base that is
diverse in ethnicity and socio-economic
status. This is also where the resident
will participate in a half day per week
of patient care in the Pediatric and
Strabismus Referral Center (PSRC). PSRC
is a co-management clinic directed by
an optometric physician of the Pacific
University College of Optometry faculty
and a pediatric ophthalmologist.
Observation of strabismus surgery is
another element of this experience.

n Southeast Eye Clinic

This Pacific University Clinic occupies
the lower level of the Multnomah County
Health Clinic in southeast Portland. It
serves the eye care needs of the diverse
ethnic populations of the area and it is
a full scope primary care facility. This
clinic will provide the resident with one
full day per week of a high-volume
pediatric primary eye care experience.

n Forest Grove Vision Center

The Pacific University Forest Grove
Vision Center is located on the University
Campus in recently remodeled Jefferson
Hall. This clinic serves the eye care
needs of western Washington County
and is a full scope primary care facility.
The resident will provide a half-day per
week of home-based vision therapy
services within the primary care clinic
service. This will enhance the resident s
ability to integrate vision therapy services
in a primary care setting.

n Veterans Affairs Medical Center

The Portland VA Medical Center serves
the veterans of Northern Oregon and
Southwest Washington in a hospital
based setting. Vision rehabilitation
opportunities at this clinic include post-
trauma, acquired brain injury, and
conditions unique to a largely elderly,
male population. The resident will
provide direct vision rehabilitation care
in the primary care clinic one half day
per week. This is an excellent
opportunity for the resident to manage
ocular and systemic pathology, which
affects binocular vision and vision
perception that is not frequently
encountered in other clinic settings.

Teaching and Lecturing

The resident will serve as an assistant
course instructor for two third year vision
therapy laboratories. The resident will
be responsible for assisting in lab
instruction, lab preparation and grading
of the Vision Therapy for Binocular and
Oculomotor Dysfunction course and the
Assessment and Management of
Strabismus and Amblyopia course.
Lecture experience is provided at the
annual Northwest Optometric Residents
Conference where the resident presents
an original lecture, case report, or
summary of research. The resident may
present additional lectures and
workshops in the form of continuing
education, grand rounds, optometry
classroom, etc.

Scholarly Activities

The resident is required to complete a
research paper, literature review or case
report of publishable quality by the end
of the residency program and present
at the annual Northwest Optometric
Residents Conference.

Residents are encouraged to attend
Pacific University sponsored continuing
education programs, and the registration
fees are waived. The resident is
encouraged to attend other educational
programs, however travel, lodging,
meals and incidental expenses remain
the resident s responsibility.

Weekly Resident Seminar

The resident will meet weekly with the
residency faculty to discuss patient care
issues. During the weekly resident
seminar, time is devoted for literature
review, research projects, and in-depth
discussion of vision therapy, binocular
vision, and pediatric related topics of
interest.

Administrative Time

The resident s schedule will include four
hours of administrative time each week
devoted to research, scholarly work, and
professional development. This
administrative time will be scheduled
when residency faculty are available to
mentor the resident.

On-Call Duty

On a rotating basis, the resident will be
assigned as the primary on-call provider
after hours for the clinics of Pacific
University College of Optometry. The
on-call duty is shared with the Portland
VAMC residents, the Pacific University
Cornea and Contact Lens resident and
the teaching fellows.

Library and Research Resources

The resident is provided access to the
libraries and computer databases of
Pacific University, Oregon Health
Sciences University, and the VAMC.
Access to the extensive ophthalmic
library at the Casey Eye Institute is also
available.

Computer Access/E-mail

The resident has an office desktop
computer with internet access and an
e-mail address. Access to many of the
library databases is available from the
office computer.

Housing and Cost of Living

One bedroom apartments in the
Portland metropolitan area average
$500-$600 per month, and two bedroom
apartments average $600-$800 per
month. Month-to-month lease options
are commonly available in the Portland
area. One bedroom apartments in Forest
Grove average $400-$500 per month,
and two bedroom apartments average
$500-$600 per month

Recreation

The Chamber of Commerce calls Portland
the City of Roses, but locals describe
their town as the city of books, beer,
bikes and blooms. Listed as one of
Outside Magazines Top 10 Places to
Live, Portland offers big city excitement
and small town charm. The College of
Optometry is located on the campus of
Pacific University in Forest Grove,
Oregon. Twenty-five miles west of
Portland, Forest Grove is a small, friendly
town nestled in the Tualatin River Valley
between the Cascade and Coastal
Mountain Ranges. Outdoor adventures
abound with Mt. Hood, the Oregon
Coast, forests, and several rivers within
60 miles from the city center. Pacific
University and Portland cultural events
and festivals provide continuous forms
of entertainment throughout the year.
